Meeting Minutes

September 14th, 2006, 9:30am

The meeting was called to order at 9:34am.  
All participants made introductions.  Sean announced that Commissioner Boand could not attend as he was called to an out of town County Master Budget meeting.
Barbra made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 10th meeting.  Vince seconded the motion.  Motion carried and minutes were approved. 

OLD BUSINESS
Peg reviewed the charter Mission Statement for One Roxborough –

 “One Roxborough communicates, coordinates and provides leadership to improve the lives of the Residents of the Greater Roxborough Area.”

Peg mentioned that the Douglas County Library Foundation held a focus group with the Community.  Overwhelmingly, the Community stated the need for teen programs and activities.  This was similar to what was mentioned in our previous One Roxborough meeting.  One percent of all teens cause issues and the rest are a great bunch.  All agreed that we should focus on all teens and we should create programs to include the 1% so called troublemakers in order to present positive outlets for them.  
NEW BUSINESS
Sean made a request for change in meeting schedule on behalf of Karen as the School District made a recent change in monthly meeting schedule which conflicts with the One Roxborough schedule.  After limited discussion, all agreed on the first Thursday of the month.  Also, all agreed that meeting monthly, rather than quarterly, was a more realistic schedule for the group.  One Roxborough meetings are now the first Thursday of each month.
Barbra announced the formation of a new group, the Roxborough RatPak.  Barbra and Ed had come up with this idea after our August meeting.  The Roxborough RatPak will consist of kids from ages 10 to 15.  Children that have expressed interest in spear-heading the group include:  Evan Giacchino, Hannah Trainor and Danny Westlake.  Debbie Prysby mentioned that her daughter, Cassie, would be interested in participating.  Miki Kellerman suggested contacting some young teachers, especially men (possibly 5th-grade teachers) to get involved as mentors.  She suggested the group contact her son, Ben Kellerman, as a possible mentor.
Sean announced that a Douglas County School District bond meeting took place on Sept. 13th at ThunderRidge High School.  The meeting was held to educate the public about the bond (3A & 3B on the ballot).  Aletia Westlake was present at the meeting.  She discussed some of the specific contents in the bond:  6 elementary schools (including one new elementary school in Roxborough), one middle school, 2 regional career/tech additions to high schools, 8 renovations to existing schools, a stadium and other capital improvements.  Aletia also mentioned that the tax rate would not increase with this bond as the District was able to maintain the existing tax structure through growth in the County.  Volunteers are needed to help with the education campaign.  Please let Sean know if you are interested.
At the request of Commissioner Boand, Sean made an announcement that the Sterling Ranch group is interested in meeting with and presenting to One Roxborough.   The Sterling Ranch group is the potential developer for the 640-acres of State Land Board property in Roxborough (located just east of Rampart Range Road).  It was suggested that we invite the Sterling Ranch group to one of our meetings in January or February of 2007 unless there is a pressing issue to have them come earlier.  Sean will communicate this to Steve.
During the meeting, the team discussed hosting the two candidates running for Douglas County Commissioner as Maxwell’s term is up.  Suggestions including hosting Jerri Hill and Jack Hilbert at one of our meetings for Q&A, hosting a meeting at the elementary school, or holding a public hearing.  The decision was made to:  1) invite the two candidates to our October 5th meeting; the meeting will begin 15 minutes earlier, 2) send questions in advance (by Sept. 29th) to Peg Hooper so that the candidates have the opportunity to research and prepare, 3) possibly host a Community-wide “meet the candidates” night at the elementary school prior to the election.   A suggestion was made to have someone moderate this portion of our meeting.  Peg will ask Jamie LaRue if he would be interested.  Peg will also invite the candidates.
ANNOUNCMENTS

Larry Moore announced that the Roxborough Water & Sanitation District awarded three contracts for building two new lift stations, a force main and a gravity pipe.  Work is scheduled to be completed by August of 2007.

Tim Moore mentioned that District 5 Sheriff’s Office is opening a satellite office in Roxborough Marketplace.  The Sheriff’s Office is in the process of decentralizing by opening more satellite offices.  The use of the Roxborough location will include police reporting activities, place for meeting folks, and other informal activities.

Ed Yeats asked if it would be okay if the names and email or phone # of the participants of One Roxborough be published in the Roxborough Voice as a means for Roxborough residents to contact our group to make suggestions and provide input.  Those who want their information published need to let Ed know before the end of September.  Sean will send out an email to all participants as a reminder.
