ANNOUNCEMENTS
- Greg Liptak informed the group that the CMP process was moving forward.  There have been two follow-up meetings, one in Highlands Ranch and one in Castle Rock, to share the draft.  The document is available online fro review and referral.  Hard copies are available from the County.  Sterling Ranch is currently zoned agricultural.  To move forward it needs to be zoned rural residential.  Options from area legal status groups are important.  It was recommended that we invite someone from Douglas County to attend the next meeting in regards to Sterling Ranch.  So that the members can ask questions and get a better understanding of what is next and the referral process.
OLD BUSINESS
The topic of Roxborough tourism will remain on the agenda for a few months.  If anyone has input, please bring it up during One Rox meetings.  Nothing new was added from this meeting.
Peg and Greg reported on the progress of the Marketing/Communications Subcommittee report.  Greg has asked the Arts Council to help design a logo for the group.  Peg Hooper discussed that we have a Holiday Gathering.  After some discussion she will work on One Roxborough getting together at Arrowhead on Thursday, Dec. 6th, around 5:30 pm.  She will contact everyone with the details when she has them.  There will be continuing efforts to contact HOA’s and other groups about the meetings.
NEW BUSINESS

Debbie asked if anyone had received any input from the Community.   No input was received this month.
Ed introduced David Jarboe and update everyone about the need for a community outreach program for the Roxborough area.  The Friends of Roxborough would be the work of several groups in the Roxborough area to help any neighbor in need.  The help can be in the form o f helping seniors in the area with yard work, shopping, or misc. things around the home.  Or it could be helping a neighbor who is laid up or out of work.  David would help coordinate those in need with groups that can help with those needs.  After some discussion, one recommendation was to find a different name for the program.  There was concern that it could be confused with the Friends of Roxborough Park.  Suggestions were made to include the Douglas/Elbert County Task Force and the Douglas County Youth Initiative as sources.  Ed and Dave are going to move forward with all the input and will update us at a future meeting.
Jill Repella introduced herself as a candidate for Douglas County Commissioner.  She is a resident of Highlands Ranch.  Jill shared her background.  Born and raised in the Denver area, she has served as a chair in Highlands Ranch, as well as 8 years on the Douglas County Planning Commission. Larry Moore gave an update.  The waste water is now going to Littleton.  The City of Aurora has stated in writing that Roxborough has had a contract for water since 1972 and that Aurora looks forward to continue water beyond 2022.  They want to discuss current and long term water usage.  Talks have also included working with Denver water.  Denver Water will agree to treat water for Roxborough if there is a permanent water supply.  There have also been talks with Sterling Ranch using the Rox. Water & San. Sewer treatment plant.  Sterling Ranch will not be on Roxborough water.
Suzanne Turner introduced Perry Radic and Alan Fishman.  Alan and Perry updated everyone on how the Market Center is doing.  There have been a couple of businesses that have closed.  The Chiropractor has opened.  Snap Fitness is about to open and Tamale Kitchen will be moving into the Center.  They are also working hard to get medical services into the Center.  Alan recapped the building of the Center, and the benefit it has provided to the community.

Peg Hooper made the motion and seconded by Ed Yates to adjourn the meeting at 11:15 am.
