The meeting was called to order at 9:38am.
Motions were made to approve the minutes from both the Nov. 1st and Dec. 6th meetings.  Minutes were approved with no changes.. 
ANNOUNCEMENTS
· Peg and Ed announced a fundraiser for Hands Across America, sponsored by Metro Brokers and the Library called Artistic Interpretation of Books Contest.  A flyer will be distributed soon.  Entries are due by Feb. 15ht and judging will take place on Feb. 17th.
· Commissioner Boand and Steve Koster suggested several potential funding opportunities for Hands Across Roxborough:
· Miller Grant (contact Dru Campbell, 303-660-7401); grant requires one year of track record although Steve encourage application as that would help establish the track record and need for funding,
· Community Development Block Grant (contact Jen Eby, 303-660-7460) which serves programs for the under-privileged in the County.
· On behalf of the Douglas County Sheriff’s Public Safety Advisory Council, Ed thanked everyone for their support of the ballot initiative that past in Nov.; the Council is now looking at initiatives to improve efficiency in the Sheriff’s Dept including mitigation of false alarms, etc.

· Sean announced that the deadline to submit comments/referrals for the DC 2030 CMP is this Monday, Jan. 7th; Sean requested clarification from the Dec. One Rox meeting regarding a letter of support for the CMP, support of urban designation for the Chatfield Valley Sub Area, and the 11 themes doc created by the One Rox sub-committee.  A majority vote from the group supported a letter of referral from One Rox with several individuals abstaining from voting due to their positions in the County and the Community:  Debbie Prysby, Steve Boand, Peg Hooper, Karen Brofft, Steve Koster.  Sean will draft an email letter, get input from the group and will send the final email letter to County Planning by COB Friday, Jan. 4th.  A copy of the final version of the letter is posted at the end of these minutes.

· Sean announced that the Douglas County Educational Foundation (DCEF) had kicked off their Home Raffle fundraiser.  DCEF is raffling off a $235k condo in Parker plus 4 other large prizes.  Tickets are $75 and details can be located at www.aworthyinvestment.com or by calling DCEF at 303-387-0505.
· Debbie announced that Douglas County had approved $225k in the budget to assist the Roxborough Village Metro District in funding of a skate board park in the regional park.  These funds will be added to the $200k the funds from the District and the $200k GOCO award.  Thank you to DC for supporting this initiative.

· Sean announced that the local Roxborough businesses and large land owners were hosting Commissioner Boand at a meet-n-greet this Monday, Jan. 7th from 4:30-6:30pm at Niccolo’s. 

· Jack and Steve Koster announced several CMP meetings in the near future:  Planning Commission Work Sessions on Jan. 22nd and Feb. 4th and a public hearing on Feb. 19th.

· Debbie announced that the sports field near Chatfield Farms has been regarded and most recent work includes reinstallation of the irrigation system.  The field is usable although it will be reseeded in the Spring.  Discussion took place regarding parking, the limited # of parking spaces.   Debbie stated that she believed there was a rule that at least 50% of the team using the sports field needed to be from the Roxborough area.
· Tim announced that the Sheriff’s Dept. Annual Report was completed.  Tim distributed a calendar with highlights.

· Barbra reported on a new RatPak project that was a recommendation from Herb Livingston.  Herb’s father-in-law is funding the building of bluebird houses.  Miles Prysby and others came up with a design and cut the wood.  RatPak will put the bird houses together this Monday.  The bluebird houses will be posted throughout the Community and will need to be monitored as part of a national program.  Volunteer assistance is needed for monitoring.  Email Debbie if you are interested in volunteering.  Steve mentioned that the County has two bluebird experts that may be able to help in answering questions:  Hugh & Urling Kingery, 303-814-2723.
OLD BUSINESS
Commissioner Boand continued discussions of property tax evaluation for the Roxborough area from the Dec. meeting.  He mentioned that there will most likely be 3 ballot issues in November that have tax increases associated with them:  libraries, school district, and law enforcement authority.  Referring to his “stop light map” of County taxation/mills, Steve mentioned that at roughly 120 mills it becomes an issue to get a ballot issue past when it includes a tax increase. 

Steve said that new growth can be an asset to areas with high taxation/mills.  All reviewed the handouts from Steve.  His personal goal is to get the mills for Roxborough down to the 35-45 mill range.  Our overall goal should be to ensure that the Community is sustainable.   Steve proposed that new growth could assist with this goal and referred to a draft of a model showing how growth might alleviate some of the current taxation pressures in Roxborough Village.  The model included $800,000 in new growth assistance which is a much lower figure needed than all originally thought.  Much discussion ensued and included issues surrounding Ravenna infrastructure, Ravenna mills/tax level, Sterling Ranch as a potential for new growth assistance, is it feasible to request that new growth “bail out” existing district issues, how the Commissioners might help with speeding up the development approval process so that developers could decrease their land holding costs in order to more readily participate in new growth assistance, etc.
