OLD BUSINESS
Due to a schedule conflict, Commissioner Boand was unable to attend today’s One Roxborough meeting to discuss property tax valuation and background on Ravenna (tabled until March meeting).
Discussion was held regarding the Douglas County Master Plan and the Planning Commission approach to all of the public input received regarding the Chatfield Valley Sub Area.  There is a work session this Thursday, Feb. 11th after the regular public hearing and also a hearing on March 31st.  During the process, the Planning Commission peeled away some of the property parcels that were originally to be included in the areas for “urban” designation zoning due to bed rock, wildlife corridors, etc.  Jack H. provided a handout summarizing the CMP referrals regarding the Chatfield Basin showing a majority of individuals and groups in the area in support of the urban designation.  Jack H. stated that he was embarrassed for the County Planning Commission’s actions by not listening to or entertaining public comment and input prior to making a decision for the urban designation.  After much discussion, Jack H. stated that there were two major violations of public trust:  first, that a public hearing took place with little or no notice; second, the Planning Commission announced that they would not discuss the Chatfield Basin in their Jan. 22nd meeting, although they did discuss it.
Peg and Sean provided a report from the Marketing & Communications Subcommittee.  Wendy Holmes, Director of Public Affairs for DC offered for the County to host our One Rox web site.   The team has been working to finalize details for a One Roxborough web site.  Various URLs have been purchased and all will point to the same web site location:  www.OneRoxborough.com, www.OneRoxborough.org, www.OneRox.com, www.OneRox.org .

Four logo options were presented (see below).
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 The group voted to approve the following logo (see below):
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Ed Yeats introduced Craig Shur, Jeff Hunter and Dave Jarboe for a presentation and update from the Hands Across Roxborough organization.  The group is looking for both volunteers and also looking for folks in need of assistance.  The current plan is to have the organization’s charter fall under The Gathering’s 501(c)(3).  Suzanne recommended that the Hands Across Roxborough organization not fall under The Gathering’s non-profit charter.

Peg introduced Susan O’Brien, Aspen Walker and Katie Klossner from the Douglas County Libraries Community Relations group.
