III.   Announcements

· Adopt a Road- Completed paperwork and has committed to November 2008- December 2009. Sign should be up next month. Next year we will schedule a clean up day- weather permitting
· PTIC – Barbra: raised/net $50k- at 110% of goal(90k) right now. Working on getting 5 – 10 smartboards for classrooms. If they hit goal then in May PTIC can purchase 15 additional. There are already 4 boards in the secondary and 2 in the primary.

· Roxborough Historical Society (Park Celebration) report 100 Year anniversary was dampened by the weather.

· Land Trade Update- Miki (for Karen): Agreement was finished last week after Mr. Schmidt secured the legal confirmation regarding road improvements required adjacent to 5.5 acre parcel next to Rox Primary school would be satisfied with his money, which was put into an escrow. 

· Architects have been hired to design the renovation to Rox Primary building and will include the new parcel. The money was secured for this renovation on the previous bond.

· 3-0 vote allowed county commissioners to approve the 10 parcel for Signature and the sketch plan in Rox Park is in process. 

· Lloyd pointed out that the Rox Park Foundation supported the trade but that not all homeowners agree with the decision but it was decided that it was what was best for community.

· Report on Marketing of One Rox- the polling station would not allow us to distribute information. Suzanne ordered the business cards with the web address and mission statement of One Rox. Each member will receive cards to be able to distribute as needed and extras will be dropped off at community locations such as the marketplace and community centers.

· Steve Boand emailed report and was read by Suzanne Turner- Copied below:

 My report is as follows:

1)  Thanks to all who have called and sent messages regarding the election outcome.  You are appreciated.  I will continue my commitment to Roxborough through my second term.

2)  The Board of County Commissioners has been working on the last leg of the southbound Roxborough EEE access road alignment.  We are in the process of finalizing the right-of-way acquisition.  There are real pro's and con's associated with this EEE roadway.  I would like to spend some time next month and discuss the outcome we have committed to, the benefits and costs and impacts to Roxborough State Park.  

3)  I met with a group of folks on the Arrowhead Shores Recreation center issue last month.  The County is putting together a series of capital acquisition options for discussion at a meeting planned to occur before Thanksgiving.  I would also like to discuss these options next month.

4  I did want to make some comments today on the meeting rules that may be discussed.  As everyone is aware, land use decisions are often controversial and contentious.  County Commissioners and Planning Commissioners are well aware of the rules of the process which generally dictates the following:  

· When an application for land use process has been formally filed with the County, elected and appointed decisonmakers must generally not take place in discussions of that project outside of the public process (publicly noticed workshops and hearings).  When small slipups occur, the official is required to note the occasion, the content and context of the event to the remainder of the officials in public session and then make a personal statement as to whether they feel the event has now disqualified them from further deliberations.  The remainder of the Board may accept the recommendation or determine that the infraction has disqualified the member.

· Since no communication direct or indirect may occur with any party (via telephone, e-mail, or in a meeting) regarding the application outside of the public process, most officials simple leave a meeting when a pending land use matter is discussed.  It is a simple way of dealing with the issue.  I usually use this approach.  As an elected official, I will tell you that this looks and feels bad.  We are charged with listening to all.  Leaving the discussion looks like we do not care.  As you know, we do care but are simply trying to follow the rules.  

I am totally comfortable with frank, open and even confrontational meetings in the public arena.  They do not bother me and I in fact appreciate spirited debates.  I will on occasion elect to remove myself from consideration of an issue thereby losing my right to vote in return for being able to facilitate a better public outcome.   I have made this election twice in four years and it has been worth it
· Surrounding communities’ participation in One Roxborough- Deb P is going to touch base with all the HOA’s in Rox that are not currently participating in one Roxborough and will extend an invitation for them to join us for next year. Suzanne suggested that we look into getting at least a copy of all HOA minutes from their meetings so that we can give an update on their behalf. 
· Roxborough Center-Arrowhead Shores 16A HOA is trying to see if they can purchase and open it for their community. Next meeting will be before Thanksgiving to discuss how the center will be dealt with and utilized. 16A is communicating with the county to see what the options are for them to  purchase.

· Roxborough Village Metro District can not purchase the center based on the current financial situation

· Greg requested to get info so that the Rox Park Foundation can participate in future meetings

· Considerations for requesting the DC grant and also what kind of loans.
